Why can’t | un-bake a cake?

Reversible and Irreversible Changes

In Stage 3, we have been learning about
chemical and physical changes. We have also
been learning to follow the scientific
method to answer questions.

What happens if?

We experimented to find out what will
happen if we added vinegar to a mixture
of bi-carb soda and dishwashing liquid.

Safety First

We hypothesised that our bi-carb apples
would “fizz and maybe even explode”. We
went out to the park, put on our gloves and
got to work measuring and mixing.

Erupting Apples

Our apples definitely fizzed! But we
didn’t expect that the fluffy foam would
feel cold to the touch. Charlotte
described the feeling as “cold butter
icing left out of the fridge” which
deflated as the gas escaped until our
mixture looked and felt like “microwaved
marshmallow”.

Frances Separovic is Professor of Chemistry,
Peputy Director of the Bio21 Institute and
former Head of School at the University of
Melbourne. She was a Visiting Professor at

Harvard Medical School, Honorary Fellow of
Birkbeck College UCL, and a Senior Member

of St Hugh's College, Oxford. Her speciality is

biophysical chemistry and NMR
spectroscopy.

In 2017 Frances was named an IUPAC
Pistinguished Woman of Chewmistry/
Chewical Engineering and inducted in the
Victorian Honour Roll of Women in 2018. It
was from this perspective that Frances was
particularly inspirational.

It is high calibre speakers, such as Frances,
that help students understand thereis a
whole lot more to learn out there, which helps
focus their interests and provides challenge.
Jacob gave an articulate and confident thank
you speech. The students asked intelligent
questions and were very absorbed, as you can
see from the photos.
