Air pollution and Co2

Carbon Monoxide and Carbon Dioxide cannot be sensed by
humans, both of course have the potential to kill, but at lower levels,
Co2 will affect concentration...a correlation between absence /
illness levels and high classroom Co2 levels (for staff and students)
and we have been horrified by the damaging levels we have
observed in examination and test rooms.

A useful guide would be to be aware that above 2,000 parts per
million Co2 will begin to induce sleepiness, poor concentration with
heart rate and nausea increasing towards 5,000 ppm which is a
workplace limit in most countries, but which many learning spaces
can exceed.
